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To Whom It May Concern,
I propose and kindly request an extension of time to be granted to submit additional evidence in regards to CTTT files SCS 12/50450 and SCS 12/50460 until 19th of November 2012 (one month from now) on the following grounds:
a) The AGM 2012 was held only two days ago (17th of October 2012) and the minutes of the meeting have not been distributed to owners yet. I have to wait for about a week to obtain a copy of it.
b) I will be on an important business trip overseas for two weeks and back in Australia in mid-November 2012. This business trip I cannot delay or avoid at any cost.
c) The Respondents REFUSED to provide any responses to my repeated requests for information and financial statements which SSMA allows as per Section 108. Some of them are as old as 10 months: request for viewing the expense transaction report, which I originally submitted on 26th of December 2011.
d) At the AGM 2012, the following was confirmed:
· The details of public liability insurance policies for Lot 3 since 2003 – they were granted exclusive rights to common property in 2003 with special caveat for insurance (Special By-Law 4) are still missing and not provided. 
To make things worse, at the Tribunal Hearing for SCS 12/32675 on 17th of October 2012, the Solicitor, on behalf of Respondents, wrongly stated that owners of Lot 3 were away on holidays and not able to attend the Hearing in regards to Order as listed in my request. This false statement had a grave consequence that Tribunal and I agreed not to proceed with it due to owners’ absence.
At AGM 2012, just three hours later, the one of the owners of Lot 3 was PRESENT. There were more than 40 witnesses to confirm it, including the managing agent himself and all nine members of the executive committee.
· According to oral response by the Chairperson Bruce Copland at the AGM 2012, the water and gas rebates for SELECTED townhouse owners were not approved by a special resolution in 1999. The Chairperson Bruce Copland calls this document “ratification”. Up to now, they FAIL to provide copies of minutes of 1999 meeting.
If we establish that there has never been a special resolution for these rebates, than they were seemingly invalid for the last 13 years, including 2012.

At AGM 2012, I requested viewing of the resolution for the water and gas rebates as “approved” in 1999 and the Chairperson Bruce Copland told the OC that he did not have it but that I “could obtain it from the managing agent”.
I, yet again, on 17th of October 2012, straight after the AGM, officially requested from the managing agent to provide the official copy of it by today (Friday, 19th of October) so that the CTTT and me can rely on it. As of this morning, this request has been silently denied.

In addition, it seems that such “resolution“, as Chairperson Bruce Copland calls it “ratification”, in 1999 did not contain any detail about forbidding townhouse owners claiming rebates retrospectively.

If that is so, I believe the EC did not have any legal right to prevent some townhouse owners to claim them for the previous years (only OC can make such a decision).

The EC applied “that ruling” to an owner at their meeting on 22nd of August 2012:

Full copy of the minutes of the EC meeting and other evidence will be provided to CTTT after my return from the overseas business trip.

· The details of the water and gas rebates for townhouse owners for SP52948 financial year 2012 was not given at the AGM. Chairperson Bruce Copland laimed he “did not know the figures” and no other member of the EC and the managing agent knew either. I sent another official request to the managing agent straight after the AGM 2012 and as of this morning, such details are still missing.

· At AGM 2012, I asked about insurance broker receiving any commission or benefits. Chairperson Bruce Copland responded that he did not believe so. From the 2010 financial documents I found out that there was around 11% difference in what we paid for insurance premiums and what we paid to the insurance broker.

The managing agent was officially requested to provide a response on what that difference meant and document the figures for 2012. As of this morning, the reply is missing.
· At the Hearing for SCS 12/32675, the Respondents “agreed” to provide access to expense transaction report and cashbook report for 2012 and deliver it within 14 days. At this stage it is impossible to confirm if they will honor the promise because it has already been outstanding for than 10 months.
· The Respondents failed to ANY provide details of why we still allow third-party ISP (SkyNet Global) to run business in the complex without financial or other benefits to owners (I asked for details long ago and received nothing so far). For example, we pay electricity costs for them. Nobody knows why that business is running unchecked for so long (since 2003/2004).
· In spite of all efforts to reason with the managing agent, two of my Motions were excluded at AGM 2012 without any valid legal reason.

The managing agent even sent a second letter to the OC with addendum for the AGM 2012 one week before the meeting but FAILED to include my Motions. I, very openly and politely, approached him at the AGM 2012, and he was not able to offer any valid response to explain his action.
This disadvantages ordinary owners, especially since around 50% of them are investors who have very little knowledge of affairs in the complex.
· The Respondents failed to provide full details of Chairman Bruce Copland’s claim that the strata insurer claims the CTTT case is major reason for 53% increase for 2013. 
Me, and other owners, questioned Chairperson Bruce Copland’s validity of claim that only one insurer was willing to provide us with the quote for the 2013. Managing agent was requested to give proof of such statement from the insurance broker. So far, he failed to produce it.
· Full details of the Solicitor’s expenses (which were not approved by owners corporation at any meeting) in 2012 were not provided to me or the OC for the AGM 2012. That request is still outstanding.
I trust an extension of time to provide additional evidence will be granted on sound grounds of my request and we will deal with the case upon my return from a business trip (by that time I expect to get the minutes of AGM 2012 too). These are not innocent problems, but very serious ones and in all owners’ interest in Strata SP52948.
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
